50 YEARS OF THE "ANGELO BETTI AWARD FOR MERIT IN WINE-GROWING"

 CEREMONY TO GRAND-DAUGHTER MARIA NEVE BETTI  

Verona 3 April 2023. Inspired by an idea of Angelo Betti in 1973, the "Cangrande Award for Merit in Wine-Growing" over the course of 50 years has become the most highly respected and regarded award among the many presented year by Vinitaly.

It is assigned on the basis of the indications of Regional Departments of Agriculture, who nominate persons whose professional or entrepreneurial activity has contributed to and sustained the qualitative progress of vineyards and wine production in their home regions and towns. 

On the occasion of the 50th Vinitaly, this prestigious acknowledgement was renamed the "Angelo Betti Award for Merit in Wine-growing" and this year also marks the 25th anniversary of his death.

"Naming this award after Angelo Betti on that occasion was a simple but very meaningful gesture," said Federico Bricolo, President of Veronafiere, who presented the 2023 Awards together with Managing Director Maurizio Danese. "Angelo Betti was the founding father of Vinitaly and the inventor of many successful initiatives at Veronafiere. Dedicating to his memory an award he created, and which today is the most coveted of all those made every year by Vinitaly, perpetuates his memory and ensure the recognition he fully deserves in the long history of Veronafiere."

And precisely on the 50th anniversary of the award and the 25th anniversary of Angelo Betti's death, Veronafiere commemorated both occasions with a Medal presented to his grand-daughter Maria Neve Betti by the Mayor of Verona, Damiano Tommasi, and the President of the Province, Flavio Pasini.
